Dear breeders, breeders and Lipizzaner lovers,

Our breeding centre is located in the Karst village of Prešnica, at the foot of Slavnik, a popular hiking point for hikers and families. We are organised as an organic farm and a registered grazing station, with approximately 100 ha of grazing land around the village and, in the summer grazing season, on Planina Jegno on Slavnik. Our horses live in organised herds 24/7, free range and plenty of exercise. The herds are large and small, organised according to the sex, age and nutritional needs of the horses. 

There are eight stalls, four of which are equipped with a video surveillance system. This set-up allows quality supervision of the mares during foaling and of the foals during the first two weeks of life.  The stalls are also used to house mares during the foaling season. Four more stalls are located next to the larger release for mares and foals in the first month after foaling. Mares and foals spend the night in the stalls and the days getting plenty of exercise. 

In the last year, quite a few horses have left our stable. The biggest achievement of the year was the recognition of the brown stallion of our breeding 064 Maestoso Bonadea XXXVI for breeding in France. At the same time, 60 doses of semen of the aforementioned sire have been frozen and sent for the needs of breeders in Australia, 17 doses of semen remain in our possession and our genetic reserve. Eight foals were born in 2021. Two of our broodmares remain at home, 257 Betalka XXXIV and 253 Allegra XLI. The winner of the ZRLS breeding show held in autumn 2021 at the Centre of Equestrian Sport Celje, 236 Famosa XIV, bred by Milojko Strajnar, will soon join the herd. Like all breeding herds, ours requires prudent handling of genetic material. We make sure that mares that show quality are not sold and we bring them to the breeding inspection. 

Next year we will increase the number of accommodation in the stalls and we are also arranging to rent additional grazing land. This year we will renovate the building on Planina Jegno and finalise the surrounding area. As some of the pregnant brood mares have been sold, we expect a few fewer foals in the 2022 season.
